Abies alba. 

"European Silver Fir". Very large tree with smooth grey bark when young. Cylindrical green/brown cones. Origin:  S. 
Europe.

Abies balsamea. 
"Balsam Fir".  Medium sized tree with glossy green leaves which are strongly balsam scented. Violet-purple cones. Requires 

neutral to lime free soil.  Origin:  North America.

Abies cephalonica. 

"Greek Fir".  Large, evergreen tree. Pointed green leaves are white beneath. Origin: S. Greece.

Abies concolor. 

"Colorado White Fir".  Beautiful large tree with smooth grey bark. Leaves blue-green or grey-green. Not for shallow chalk 

soils. Origin: SW  U.S.A.

Abies fabri. 

Medium sized conifer with brown scaly bark. Leaves dark green above, white beneath. Cones 6-8cm. long. Best in deep 

moist soil.  Origin:  W. Sichuan, China.

Medium sized tree with slender, conical crown. Leaves short, dark shining green. Cones purple when young. Origin:  S.E. 
United States.

Abies grandis. 
"Giant Fir". Large, fast growing tree with fragrant, shining, green leaves. Attractive cones. Tolerant of shade. Origin: W. 

North America.

Abies koreana. "Korean Fir". Small, broadly conical tree. Bears blue cones early in life. Often grown as a bushy shrub.

Abies koreana ‘Silberlocke’  
Spectacular, small conifer forming a silvery pyramid of approx. 150/180cm. in 10 years.

“Caucasian Fir”   Large, ornamental tree with down swept branches.  Best in deep moist soil.  Origin:  W. Caucasus.

 “Noble Fir”   Beautiful, large to very large tree with blue-green foliage. Cylindrical cones up to 25cm. (10”) long, green 

when young. Requires neutral to lime-free soil.  Origin:  Washington & Oregon.

“Siberian Fir” Large tree with soft, grass-green leaves.

"Monkey Puzzle".  Large, evergreen tree of unique appearance. Widely planted in Victorian times. An excellent wind 

resister.  Does best in moist, well drained, loamy soil.  Origin: Chile, Argentina.

"Incense Cedar".  Large tree with characteristic columnar habit. Good for specimen or group planting. Origin:NW. America.

"Atlas Cedar".  Large evergreen tree of rapid growth when young. Grey-green leaves borne on horizontal branches. Origin: 

N. Africa.

Cedrus atlantica 'Glauca'. 

"Blue Cedar".  Spectacular blue conifer, popular for specimen planting.  Very effective silvery-blue leaves.

"Deodar"  Large, fast growing dense conifer with graceful sweeping branches. A beautiful specimen tree. Origin: West

“Cedar of Lebanon”.  Large tree of open habit with tiered branches. A classic parkland tree. Origin: Syria, S.E. Turkey.

Large, erect branched evergreen with very dark green leaves. Grows well in shade. Resembles the Irish yew in habit.

“Maidenhair Tree" Medium to large sized deciduous tree of conical habit. Fan-shaped leaves turn clear yellow in autumn. 

Suitable for most soil types. Origin: China.

Metasequoia glyptostroboides 

"Dawn Redwood" Large, strong growing tree of conical habit with shaggy, cinnamon-coloured bark. Discovered in 1941, 
this deciduous conifer gives good autumn colour, sometimes turning ruby-red. Origin: S. E. China.

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Metasequoia glyptostroboides  'Goldrush'  

Lovely medium sized, deciduous conifer with flaky, cinnamon-coloured bark and a conical habit. Delicate leaves are golden 
all summer. Tolerant of most soils including damp sites. A golden form of the "Dawn Redwood"

“Norway Spruce”   Large tree with orange or reddish-brown shoots and densely packed, shining needles. Popularly known 

as the “Christmas Tree”

"Brewer's Weeping Spruce" Small to medium-sized tree - one of the most beautiful of all spruces - with spreading branches 

and pendulous branchlets. Origin: Siskiyou Mts., U.S.A.

 “White Spruce”  Large tree of dense, conical habit. Long leaves are glaucous green. Very useful for cold exposed situations. 

Origin:  Canada, N. E. United States.

“Hondo Spruce”   Medium sized to large tree with shining yellow-brown shoots and densely crowded leaves. Cones up to 
8cm. long, reddish when young.   Origin:  Mts. of  Hondo, Japan.

Picea omorika 
"Serbian Spruce"  Tall, graceful, slender tree with short drooping branches curving up at the tips. A superb species, beautiful 

and adaptable, suitable for most soils. Origin: Yugoslavia.

"Oriental Spruce"  Large tree of broadly conical habit. Small, closely-pressed leaves. A very adaptable species.   

 Origin: Asia Minor.

Elegant small specimen tree with dense, dark, closely pressed leaves. A smaller growing form of the species.

“Purple-cone Pine”     Medium sized, ornamental tree with small dark green leaves and violet-purple cones. Origin:  W. 

China.

Picea schrenkiana 

"Schrenk's Spruce"  Medium sized tree with greyish young shoots and resinous buds. Rigid, sage-green leaves are 

arranged all around the branchlets. Origin: Central Asia.

Remarkable small tree. Marble-white glabrous shoots, attractive buds & narrow, dense leaves. Origin: C. & W. China.

Pinus aristata 
"Bristlecone Pine"  Small, slow growing, bushy conifer. Leaves flecked with white resin. Capable of living for 4000 years. 

Origin: S.W. USA

"Jack Pine"   Medium sized tree, sometimes shrubby. Leaves in pairs, curved or twisted. Good in moist soils. Not for shallow 

chalk.  Origin: North U.S.A. Canada.

Pinus cembra 

“Arolla Pine”  Small to medium sized tree of dense habit. Leaves in fives, densely crowded, dark blue-green with blue-white 

inner surface. Cones deep blue. A very ornamental species. Origin:  Mts. of  C. Europe and N. Asia.

Pinus contorta ssp. Latifolia 

"Lodgepole Pine"  Medium sized tree with leaves in pairs. Good in exposed positions. Origin: W. North America.

Pinus flexilis 

“Limber Pine”   Medium-sized tree with a conical outline. Leaves in fives, crowded towards the branch ends.  Cones 15cm. 

(6”), Origin:  W. North America.

Pinus leucodermis 

“Bosnian Pine”     Distinct, medium sized tree with smooth greenish-grey bark and a dense, ovoid habit.  Leaves in pairs, 
very dark green.  Cones bright blue the first year. Tolerant of dry soils.    Origin: Italy, Balkan Peninsula.

Pinus monticolor ‘Strobicolor’ 
Attractive small tree with clusters of soft, long, blue-grey leaves. Will reach about 2  -  3 metres in 10 years.

Pinus muricata 
"Bishop Pine"  Attractive, medium sized conifer suited to exposed sites. Forms a dense, flat head of branches. Origin: 

California.

Pinus nigra subsp. laricio 

“Corsican Pine”   Large tree with straight main stem. Tolerant of almost any soil type or situation. Widely planted for 

timber. Origin:   Corsica, S. Italy.

Pinus nigra subsp. nigra 

"Austrian Pine”.  Large tree with rough, greyish-brown or dark brown bark. Cones solitary or in clusters. Tolerant of most 

soils and excellent as a windbreak and for maritime exposure. Origin: Europe.

Pinus patula 

An extremely beautiful, small to medium-sized tree of graceful habit. Long spreading branches and pendulous young shoots. 
Leaves in threes (usually), bright green and up to 30cm. long. (12”) Requires lime-free soil. Origin: Mexico.

Pinus pinaster 
"Maritime Pine". Medium sized tree, generally with a bare stem. Leaves in pairs, up to 25cm. long (10"). Cones shiny 

brown, often remain intact for several years. Excellent for sandy soils and coastal planting. Origin: W. Mediterranean area.

Pinus pinea 

"Stone" /"Umbrella" Pine . Small picturesque tree developing into an umbrella shape. Leaves in pairs, stiff and slightly 

twisted. Well suited to sandy soils and coastal areas. Origin: Mediterranean region.

Pinus radiata 

"Monterey Pine".  Large tree with deeply fissured, dark brown bark. Leaves in threes and densely crowded. A fast growing 
tree for mild inland areas and coastal sites. An excellent sea wind resister. Not for chalk soils.  

Origin: Monterey Peninsula (California)

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Pinus rigida 

"Northern Pitch Pine" . Medium sized tree with strongly ridged young shoots. Leaves in threes, thick and stiff. Cones usually 
in clusters.  Requires neutral to lime free soil. Origin: E. North America.

Pinus tabuliformis 
“Chinese Pine”  Small to medium sized tree with leaves in pairs or threes, densely crowding the branchlets. An uncommon 

species from  N. China.

Pinus thunbergii 

"Black Pine".  Splendid, large tree with stout, twisted branches. Leaves in pairs, rigid and twisted. A useful windbreak in 

coastal areas. Tolerates poor, sandy soil. Origin: Japan, Korea.

Pinus wallichiana 

"Bhutan Pine". Elegant large tree with very long, blue-green needles in fives. Very ornamental. Origin: Himalaya

Pseudolarix amabalis 

"Golden Larch". Beautiful and very hardy, slow growing, deciduous conifer of broadly conical habit. Long, larch-like, light 

green leaves turn clear golden-yellow in autumn. Requires lime-free soil. Origin: S. China.

Pseudotsuga menziesii 

"Douglas Fir".  Large, fast growing tree with down swept branches and fissured, corky bark. Leaves fragrant when crushed. 

Origin: W. North America.

Pseudotsuga menziesii 'Pendula' 

"Weeping Douglas Fir".  An unusual form with graceful weeping habit. Pendulous branchlets are grey-blue. Will reach 

approx. 120/150cm. ( 4/5') in 10 years. Not suitable for chalk soils.

Sciadopitys verticillata 

"Umbrella Pine".  Slow growing, medium sized tree. Leaves in dense whorls at branch ends. For neutral to lime-free soil. 

Origin: Japan.

"Californian Redwood".  Very large tree - capable of reaching 100m. Attractive feathery foliage and soft brown bark.

Sequoiadendron giganteum 

"Wellingtonia".  Very large tree. The "Big Tree" of California. Soft, reddish-brown, deeply furrowed bark and downswept 
branches.

"Swamp Cypress".  Large, broad, conical tree with reddish bark and delicate light green foliage. Bronze-yellow autumn tints. 

Good for wet soils. Origin: Southern U.S.A.

Taxodium disticum 'Cascade Falls' 

Graceful, weeping form of the "Swamp Cyprus" - a deciduous conifer well suited to wet soils. Dark green foliage through 

the summer gives good autumn colours.

Tsuga heterophylla 

"Western Hemlock".  Large, fast growing, graceful tree with spreading branches. Makes a beautiful specimen but is also 
useful for hedging, standing clipping. Widely planted in forestry.  Origin: W. North America.
