Abies grandis Large, fast growing tree with fragrant, shining green leaves. 50/80cm  £ 6.49    
    “Giant Fir” Attractive cones. Tolerant of shade. 
  

Abies koreana Small, broadly conical tree. Bears blue cones early in life. Often 30/40cm  £ 9.49

Abies nordmanniana Large, ornamental tree with downswept branches. Does best 20/30cm  £ 6.99
